William Kidd is one of the most
famous pirates to ever hoist a
Jolly Roger flag. Treasure Island
was based partially on Kidd’s
adventures.

William Kidd was born about 1645

in Scotland. He became a good

sailor, and moved to New York City.

At that time, pirates were stealing supplies
headed for America. Because Kidd was such a
good sailor, the governor of New York asked him
to help capture the Red Sea pirates.

By the time Kidd got to the Red Sea, he decided
to become a pirate. After capturing a few small
ships, Kidd got lucky. He captured the Quedagh
Merchant, one of the richest ships ever captured.
It was loaded with gold, silver, pearls, ivory, and
spices. In 1698, it was worth $2 million. Today, it

‘would be worth more than $15 million!

On his way back to New York, Kidd heard he was
wanted as a pirate. He stopped to bury part of his
treasure on Gardiner’s Island near Long Island,
New York. Some of the treasure was discovered,
but nobody knows what happened to the rest.

His treasure is supposed to be buried anywhere
from Nova Scotia to South Carolina.

If you live along the East Coast, maybe you've
heard a legend about a

Captain Kidd’s treasure,

or maybe you’ll get

lucky and find it!

Special thanks to the Delaware Art Museum
for the use of illustrations from the Howard Pyle Collection.

A “piece of eight” was the Spanish silver dollar, or peso which could be cut into eight “bits,” (tiny pie-shaped pieces).

Howard Pyle drew more than 3,000 illustrations during his life, and many of them were
about pirates. He also wrote and illustrated several books about pirates. He felt that
everyone would like to become a pirate and sail off on adventures for treasure.

Pyle grew up in Wilmington, Delaware, around the time of the Civil War. He heard
legends about buried pirate treasure in Rehobeth Beach, Delaware, and
many of his paintings were done there.

Check your local library for his books.
