In May 1997, the first ever LEGO
CD-ROM game, “Adventures on LEGD
Island” will be available at a store near
you. Nine-year-old Joseph Green from
California, and eleven-year-old Daniel
Armendariz from Texas, won the chance
to help Mindscape develop the game.

Daniel and Joseph participated in a

video conference with Mindscape’s top
LEGO product designers. Here are some
of their recommendations for the game:

Daniel:

“Get out of town, ” said Daniel, as he
imitated the deep, raspy voice of
the Brickster character. Daniel
also demonstrated how a LEGO
character should walk — “stiff,
with the heads moving only from
side to side — and don’t bend
the elbows.”

“Add obstacles so you can ride over
them and shoot forward. ”

“The Brickster should be able to hide
anywhere on the island. LEGO
people can give you clues about
where to find him. It’s more fun if
the clues are spoken, because
reading can get boring.”

Joseph:
“Use a lot of 3D effects in LEGO
Island because 3D makes it feel
more like real life.”

“Put in rolling sounds of the
skateboard, but not always the
same sounds.”

“Pepper the pizza delivery dude
should be like Bart Simpson. And
when the Brickster tries to stop
Pepper from delivering pizzas,
Pepper throws pizzas at him.”
